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 Shots Fired at Domestic 

Violence Incident 
 

On December 21, 2009 at approximately 2216 hrs, Davis Police Officers responded to Anderson 
Place Apartments in regards to shots fired.  
 
Upon arrival Officers contacted a female victim who had been involved in a verbal argument with a 
male acquaintance in the parking lot of her apartment complex. The victim stated that the argument 
involved ending a wedding engagement and that the suspect, who was to be engaged to the victim, 
became angry.  
 
The victim stated that after the argument ended she had walked to a nearby apartment when there 
were several gun shots from the area she had just contacted the suspect. There were no injuries and 
the suspect had fled the scene. Officers canvassing the area after the incident recovered evidence of 
gunfire including bullet damage to a vehicle in the parking lot. 
 
Due to the fact that the incident involved domestic violence the victim’s identity is being kept 
confidential. This case is currently under investigation and the identity of the suspect will be released 
when further follow-up is completed.
