  Moving Boxes Recycle: Flatten and stack next to the recycling cart.
  Styrofoam Peanuts and Bubble Wrap Reuse: Bag peanuts securely and take 

peanuts and bubble wrap to The UPS Store (1411 W. Covell Blvd. and 140 B 
St.) Parcel Dispatch PDQ (216 F St.), Postmark’s (417 Mace Blvd.) or Pak 
Mail (1520 E Covell Blvd.). Do not place these items in the recycling cart.

  Newspaper and Packing Paper Recycle: Place in recycling cart with paper.
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
