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Donôt Trash itðRecycle it!
Instead of paying to throw away old metal shelving, 
wooden desks, wooden pallets or old plastic furniture, you 
can recycle them for free! Separate out your wood waste, 
scrap metal and plastics from your trash, and bring it in 
for recycling.

Recycle your wood wasteð
Wood waste includes boards, fencing, furniture, pallets, 
tree limbs, stumps and other wood products. These items 
can be brought to the Woodland Biomass Facility for free. 
The Biomass Facility uses the material as feedstock for 
their power plant. Due to their limited space and the ne-
cessity of having a proper mixture of material to generate 
electricity, they may not accept all wood materials all of 
the time. Be sure to call ahead to coný rm that they will 
accept your material. Another option to recycle your wood 
waste is to bring it to the Yolo County Central Landý ll 
(YCCL). The landý ll accepts these materials on a daily 
basis at a reduced rate. 

Rigid plastics
Rigid plastics, such as outdoor furniture, childrenôs toys, 
sand boxes and play equipment can be recycled for free 
at YCCL and at Davis Waste Removal (DWR).  

Plastic items accepted in the rigid plastics recycling bins 
include: 

Å any plastic container with 
   a #3, #5, #6 or #7 
   recycling symbol
Å childrenôs outdoor plastic 
   toys (sandboxes, slides,    
   play kitchens)
Å large reusable water bottles
Å clean PVC pipe (no dirt)
Å plastic outdoor furniture
Å and other household items

Scrap metal 
Metal items such as bed frames, bike frames, metal furni-
ture, metal ý le cabinets and shelving etc. can be recycled 
for free at the landý ll and at Davis Waste Removal. Look 
for the scrap metal recycling bin.

Electronics
All Yolo County residents and businesses can bring small 
electronics to the landý ll for free recycling on a daily ba-

sis. This includes radios, TVs, monitors, computers, 
cell phones, ink  cartridges and rechargeable batteries 
(a fee applies for microwaves and other appliances).

Recycling is more cost efý ceint than throwing some-
thing in the trash. For more locations to reuse and re-
cycle your unwanted materials, check out the City of 
Davis Recyclopedia at www.davisrecycling.org or 
contact the City of Davis Public Works Department Re-
cycling Program (757-5686).
